GUIDELINES FOR FINALS – Semester 2, 2012 
 

SENIOR FINALS:  
 
1. Finals are required for graduating seniors in required courses only.  Seniors finals will be optional in all 

other courses. Senior finals are scheduled as follows below.  Please note that regular 54-minute periods 
are used on Tuesday & Thursday.  Wednesday is still on a Minimum Day schedule with 42-minute periods. 

   
2. The Zangle grades window will open Wednesday, May 30.  Grades must be submitted for SENIORS 

ONLY by 8:30 AM on Friday, June 1st. The early deadline is needed so that the senior grades are 
entered correctly and rolled into history to confirm graduation status.  Rolling the grades into history is the 
only accurate way to ensure that the correct GPA calculations have been made, and to guarantee the 
accuracy of the 2.00 GPA graduation requirement.   

 
3. Seniors will check out of all classes on Friday, Monday, and Tuesday June 1, 4, and 5.  Seniors will finish 

checking out on Tuesday, June 5th.   All bills for seniors must be turned in by the end of the day on June 5th 
via the checkout form.  Bills listed on checkout sheet for seniors must NOT have separate bill forms 
submitted.
